What is the most common Spanish dialect taught in the U.S. and where does it originate from? 

The most common Spanish dialect taught in the U.S. is Latin American, which originates from the 

mountainous areas of Latin America.

The letters c before an e or i and z before an a, o, or u are pronounced as a th. Also, ll makes an English l 

sound rather than a y sound.
